How to keep your child safe online on Thursday 30" March at 10.30am to 11.30 am at
Community House.

The fraining will be delivered by NSPCC (National Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children).

At this training, parents will get information about safeguarding what children are searching for
online, who they are talking to or what they are seeing.

Innocent searches sometimes reveal not so innocent results. Parental controls can be used to block
upsetting or harmful content, control in-app purchases or manage how long your child spends online.
The good news is that parental controls are really easy to set up. It's simple to get started. Along
with talking to the child regularly, using parental controls is one of the best ways to help keep
children safe online.
